and Responsibility. Challenging people to accept and demonstrate these
values is the foundation for the development of important character traits that
will remain with a child for his/her entire life. Challenging people to accept and
demonstrate positive values is more effective than treating problems because
it deals with the roots and not just the results.

YMCA Day Camping is also a perfect way to build assets in our campers. In
1999, the Search Institute devised 40 developmental assets that they believe all
children need to grow up into successful, responsible adults. Through our day
camp programs, these specific assets are being developed every day:
strengthening cultural competency; providing a caring climate; using our youth
as resources; offering a safe place for our campers; using responsible adults as
role models.

If everyone exhibited caring, honesty, and responsibility, what would
this community look like? The country? The world?

That is what the YMCA is about. Make this a summer for your child to grow
and develop strong roots and positive valuesTalk at home about what they
are learning. Talk in the car about their experiences. Talk about how your
family can display these values to others.




YMCA Day Camps are important to a child’s development because...

Campers grow personally. They are given the chance to experience new things and
interact with other children their own age on a daily basis.

Campers learnnewskills. Whet her it’'s playing a
skill, or developing their social skills, campers leave our camp having learned
something they can remember and use for a lifetime.

Campers learn to appreciate diversity in each other. We live in a multicultural
community and our camps reflect this. Campers learn that each person is
unique, and they can have fun and respect each other regardless of race,
religion, gender, or social status.

Campers learn lifetime values. From the simplest of values and attitudes like
sharing, sportsmanship, and giving respect to others, comes our basis for
making more complex decisions as we mature.

Campers have fun! Without fun, the above reasons for children to attend our camp
become harder to accomplish. Games, stories, swimming, sports, and crafts
are all done with the camper as the primary focus.

YMCA Character Contract and Violation Policy

The goal of our YMCA Day Camps is to provide an atmosphere for children to
develop a variety of satisfying skills and relationships, while enjoying healthy
activities. Throughout the summer we continue with our Character
Development mission to develop Respect, Responsibility, Caring, and Honesty
among our campers. As a family, please read and discuss our bullying policy
as well as the Character Contract TOGETHER.

We have a ZERO TOLERANCE POLICY for any sort of bullying (this may include
but is not limited to name calling, singling out, hitting, shoving, and aggressive
behavior). Zero Tolerance means that your camper will have to be picked up
immediately if any sort of bullying occurs. This zero tolerance policy includes
parental behavior towards camp staff. Your child will not be allowed at camp if
there is poor behavior from anyone.

Appropriate Conversation: Children will not be allowed to discuss
inappropriate topics or contribute to demeaning conversations about
other campers or staff.

Appropriate Language: Children must refrain from using obscene language
or gestures for any reason.

Respect: When asked to do or not do something, a camper needs to follow
directions the first time given. This is for the safety of all campers.
Please speak to staff and other campers with Respect.
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Play: We require campers to have fun and participate 100% of the time.

Negative attitudes can ruin the camp experience for yourself and others.

Responsibility: All campers need to remain with their group and within
eyesight of their counselor. This applies while we are here on the
YMCA grounds and on off-site field trips. We want campers to be safe
at all times.

Caring: It is important to use and care for equipment, toys and games
properly so that other campers can enjoy them. We will care for the
property of the YMCA, of other campers and of the YMCA staff.

What will happen when this contract is violated:

If an incident occurs where a camper conducts himself/herself in a manner that
jeopardizes their safety, the safety of others, or is not in accordance with the
mission of the YMCA and camp, the following steps will be taken.

First Violation: A staff member will address and document the issue
directly with the child. The child may be removed from part or a
whole activity such as swimming, ball game or specialty event.
Parents will be contacted during the day or at the end of camp
depending on the incident.

Second Violation: A staff member will address and document the issue
directly with the child. The parent or guardian will receive a phone call
and be asked to pick up their child within the hour. The child will not
be allowed to attend camp the next day that he/she is registered for.

Third Violation: a staff member will address and document the issue
directly with the child. Parents will be contacted immediately to pick
up their child from camp. A conference will be scheduled with the
Camp Director and the parent(s) to discuss a plan of action regarding
the poor behavior. The child may be suspended from camp up to a
week.

Fourth Violation: Child will be dismissed from the camp for the remainder
of the program or summer.

Any child causing harm to another child or staff member will be dismissed
from the camp immediately.

We may start at the Z"d, 3" or 4™ violation depending on the severity of the
incident.

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FAQs and Camp Information from A-Z

We do our best to help each camper have an enjoyable experience. In order to
do this, we need to know if there are any problems so we can correct the
situation. Please do not wait until the end of the session; we would like to
correct the situation as soon as possible. We rely on your input for having the
highest quality program. Let us know what is going well in addition to what we
can improve.

ABSENCES

It is imperative that we are notified if your child will not be in attendance on a
normally scheduled day. If your camper will be absent, please leave a
message for us NO LATER than 10:00 am. The camp voicemail systems are
always available. Site specific contact information is available on page 3 or by
visiting www.ymcamke.org/daycamp. Parents/guardians of all children not at
camp without prior notification will be contacted via the contact information
provided on the camp registration paperwork daily.

AGE GROUPS

Campers are assigned to groups according to their ages. This atmosphere
encourages close camper / counselor interaction and provides an opportunity
for each child to express herself / himself, be accepted by their peers, and learn
new skills. *Due to the number of campers attending camp each week, we
CANNOT take special requests to keep friends, siblings or relatives of different
ages together. We also cannot guarantee your camper will be placed with a
particular counselor.

ALLERGIES

AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES ACT

The YMCA is committed to enforce and implement all required provisions of
the Americans with Disability Act, in both policy and practice. If your child
needs a reasonable accommodation to participate in our camp, your
request may be made to your Camp Director. Upon reasonable notice,
efforts will be made to accommodate your request.
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BEHAVIOR

Please read over the Character Contract with your child. The YMCA expects all
children to behave according to the contract. In case of extreme misbehavior,
your child will be dismissed from camp at the discretion of the Camp Director,
Site Director or unit leader.

BUS RULES

Campers are to follow the guidelines of the Character Contract also while on
buses. Campers are to remain seated on the bus at all times. No food, drinks
or candy are allowed to be consumed while on the bus at any time.

CAMP COUNSELORS

Counselors are trained in CPR-Pro, AED, First Aid, child abuse prevention,
emergency procedures, water safety, and how to conduct camp activities
including songs and games that incorporate values and education (see
STAFFING). Staff are over 18 years of age and most are studying education or
recreation related fields.

CAMP T-SHIRTS

Day Camp t-shirts will be handed out to all new campers. Each camper will
receive ONE t-shirt. Campers MUST wear these shirts on ALL field trips.
*Additional and replacement t-shirts (for campers/ adults) may be available for
purchase of $6.

CAMPER CONDUCT AND DISCIPLINE PROCEDURES

A camper who displays negative behavior can affect the entire camp
experience. Campers who are disruptive, unruly, display inappropriate
behavior, or require an undue amount of disciplinary attention, will meet with
the Camp Director to evaluate their behavior. Parents will be notified of any
misconduct or discipline problems. It will be the parent’s responsibility to
arrange transportation for the child if he/she is being sent home. Please refer
to the Character Contract for further details.

CHARACTER DEVELOPMENT

The YMCA has four core values that we strive to model and teach to our
campers on a daily basis: caring, honesty, respect and responsibility. For more
information on Character Development see pages 5-7.




CHILD ABUSE PREVENTION & SAFETY

The health and well-being of your children is essential to the YMCA. The YMCA
Staff are trained in the signs of child abuse and the appropriate procedures for
responding to the suspicion of abuse and will be alert to the physical and
emotional state of all children. When any sign of injury or suspected abuse is
detected, the Director will be notified immediately and a report will be made to
the appropriate authorities. Staff training will include Shaken Baby Syndrome
to all staff who provide care to children under the age of 5.

The YMCA will not release a child to anyone other than the authorized parents/
guardians or other individuals authorized by the parent/guardian.

YMCA Staff will not discipline children by the use of physical punishment or
failing to provide necessitates of care such as food and shelter.

CLOTHING

Campers should wear simple, non-restrictive clothing that you do not mind

getting dirty, muddy, wet, and possibly ruined. Shorts, jeans, sweatpants, and
tshirts are a good choice. Their clot

PARENT VISITS

The YMCA has an open door policy for the parents of all campers. Please first
come to the Day Camp office or speak directly with a Day Camp Staff to let
them know that you are visiting upon your arrival. Parents are invited and
encouraged to visit the program sites at any time, but must take care to not
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interfere with-or disrupt the on-going activities. All visitors must wear a
nametag.

PARTICIPATION

Campers are encouraged to participate in all camp activities. If they cannot
participate for medical reasons, a note from the parent/guardian or doctor is
required. Any camper not swimming will sit with the counselors on the pool deck
for the entire swim time. Campers who refuse to participate in group activities
make it difficult for the other campers in the group to have an enjoyable time. If a
camper continuallyrefuses to participate in camp activities they will not be allowed
to return to camp.

PAYMENT SCHEUDULE

All payments are due on Sunday by 8:00pm, 8 days prior to the beginning of
each week. Payments can be made over the phone to our Day Camp
Administrators (414) 276-9622 with Visa, MasterCard or Discover. They can
also be made at your local YMCA and can be made in person (credit card, cash,
money order, check) at the Front Desk or in the Camp Payment Box. Automatic
Payment Option Forms are the preferred method of payment and are available
at www.ymcamke.org/daycamp (we debit your account 8 days prior to each
camp week). Failure to pay by designated time will result in your camper being
cancelled.

PERSONAL PROPERTY REGULATIONS

Campers are advised to not bring unnecessary items, or items of value to camp
such as any electronic hand-held games, walkmans, trading cards, animals or
sports equipment (unless for a special event). The YMCA is not responsible for
any lost or stolen items, so please leave these items at home.

POLICY FOR ADMISSION

The YMCA of Metropolitan Milwaukee is licensed to serve any child between
the ages of 4 and 15 into our Day Camp Programs. The YMCA will not
discriminate by race, color, sex, national origin, creed or special needs. All
children must be fully potty-trained to attend camp.

QUIET TIME/NAP

In compliance with the Wisconsin Division of Children and Family Services, all
children under 5 years old will have a minimum of 30 minutes per day rest
period or nap time. All groups will have rest and reading time each camp day.
Campers may bring their own books from home.
A children ages 4-5 must provide individual blankets/sleeping bag
labeled and stored in a plastic bag with their name on it for nap time.

SUNSCREEN
